GENERA I . INFORMATION
The Session

The College Year or Session is divided into two
terms. The first begins on Monday, September 22nd,

1930, and the second on Monday, January 5th, 1981.

Courses of Study

For the Session 1930-31 the College offers in-

struction in the first two years of the Faculty of

Arts and Science (including Commerce), and the

first year in the Faculty of Applied Science, leading

to the degrees of Bachelor of Arts and Science,

Bachelor of Commerce, Bachelor of Applied Science.

Board and Residence

A list of approved boarding-houses which receive
men and women students, but not both, may be
obtained from the Registrar. Men and women stu-

dents are not permitted to lodge in the same house,
unless they are members of the same family, or re-

ceive special permission from the Faculty.

REGISTRATION
Application for Admission

All inquiries for admission to the College should
be addressed to the Registrar.

Except under special circumstances, no student
under the age of sixteen is admitted to the First
Year Courses in either of the Faculties.

Candidates for admission to the courses in the
First Year are required to pass the Junior Matricula-
tion Examination of the Province of British Co-
lumbia, or to submit certificates showing that they
have passed an equivalent examination elsewhere.
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Students who have passed the Senior Matricula-
tion Examination are admitted to the courses of the

Second Year in the Faculty of Arts and Sciences.

Students who have partial Senior Matriculation
standing obtained in 1027 or subsequently, will be
granted credit in First Year Arts in each subject in

which they have made 50 per cent, or over, or in

each paper in which they have made 50 per cent, or
over in so far as these papers correspond with those
of First Year Arts. Students over IS years of age
with full “Normal Entrance" standing who hold
Normal School certificates are admitted to the Col-
lege as having full Junior Matriculation standing.

Those who intend to register as students of the
Victoria College for the session 1930-31 are required
to make application to the Registrar before Wednes-
day, September 17th, on forms to be obtained at the
Registrar's office.

There are three classes of students:

(a) Full Undergraduates— Students who have
passed all the examinations precedent to the year in

which they are registered.

(b) Conditioned Undergraduates— Students pro-
ceeding to a degree, but who have incomplete en-
trance qualifications, or who are required to pass
supplemental examinations in a year previous to that
in which they are registered.

(c) Partial Students—Students not belonging to

one of the two preceding classes.

Partial students arc not normally required to pass
an examination for admission, but, before register-
ing, they must produce a certificate showing that
they have satisfied the Principal and the Heads of
the Departments concerned that they arc qualified
to pursue with advantage the course of study which
they propose to undertake.

All students arc required to attend in person at

the office of the Registrar before Wednesday, Sep-
tember 17th, to furnish the information necessary for
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tlie College records, to register for the particular
classes which they wish to attend, and to sign the

following declaration:

“I hereby accept and submit myself to the
statutes, rules, regulations and ordinances of the

Victoria College and of the Faculty in which I am
registered, and to any amendments thereto which
may be made while I am a student of the College,

and I promise to observe the same.”

In the information furnished for the College
records, students are requested to state what
churches they propose to make their place of wor-
ship. This information is available for any of the

city churches desiring it.

Students registering for the first time must pre-

sent the certificates which constitute their qualifica-

tion for admission to the course of study for which
they wish to register.

ATTENDANCE
Students are required to attend at least seven-

eighths of the lectures in each course that they take.

Admission to a lecture or laboratory and credit for
attendance may be refused by the Instructor for
lateness, misconduct, inattention or neglect of study.
Absence consequent on illness or domestic afflic-

tion may be excused only by the Principal, and medi-
cal certificates or other evidence must be presented
immediately to the Registrar on return to College
work. In cases of deficient attendance students may
(with the sanction of the Principal and the Head of
the Department concerned) be excluded from the
Xmas or the final examination in a course; but un-
less the unexcused absences exceed one-fourth of the
total numbers of lectures in a course, such students
may sit for supplemental examinations.

The College week is from Monday to Saturday in-

clusive, and lectures and laboratories may extend
from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m.

Students, who have not matriculated in Greek may
take the beginners' course (without University
credit) to meet the Junior Matriculation requirement
and follow it up with Greek 1 and Greek 2 to meet
the language requirements under I (b).

A student taking three languages in the first two
years may defer the course selected under (e) above
until the Third or Fourth Year. A student taking
four science courses may defer the course selected
under I (d) to the Third or Fourth Year.
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II.

COURSES LEADING TO THE DEGREE
OF B.A.Sc. (APPLIED SCIENCE)

First Year
Students register in Arts and take the following-

courses: English 1, Mathematics 1, Chemistry 1,

Physics 1 or 2, Latin 1 or French 1.

The ^passing grade is 50 per cent, for Chemistry,
Physics and each of the Mathematics subjects, but
in others a mark of 40 per cent, will be accepted, pro-
vided an average of 50 per cent, has been obtained
in the total work of the year. No student with any
supplemental outstanding will be admitted to Second
Year Applied Science.

Biology 1, if taken as an extra optional subject,
and passed with a grade of at least 50 per cent., need
not be repeated in the Second Year. Economics 1,

taken in Arts, is accepted in lieu of Economics in
Applied Science.
A reading knowledge of French and German is

desirable for students in Engineering.

Students taking Commerce are advised to obtain
as much business experience during the summer va-
cations as possible.

IV.

DOUBLE COURSE FOR THE DEGREES
OF B.A. and B.A.Sc.

(6 year course, two of which may be taken at Victoria College)

The requirements for the first and second year are
as set forth for the first and second years of Arts
except as follows:

1. Physics 1 or 2, and Chemistry 1 must be taken.
The passing grade for each of these subjects is

50 per cent. Students are recommended to take
Mathematics 2c (Calculus).

2. Biology 1, Chemistry 2, Mathematics 2a and 2b
may not be taken. These are covered later in

Applied Science.

3. Two years in the language elected are necessary
to count towards a degree.
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THE FACULTY OF ARTS AND SCIENCE
(Special rules cover Applied Science)

EXAMINATIONS AND ADVANCEMENT
1. Examinations in all subjects, obligatory for all

students, are held in December and in April. Appli-
cations for special consideration on account of illness
or domestic affliction must be submitted to the
Registrar not later than two days after the close of
the examination period. In cases where illness is

the plea for absence for examinations, a medical cer-
tificate must be presented to the Registrar’s office.

2. The passing mark will be 50 per cent, in each
subject, except in the case of First and Second Year
students who during one session do 15 units of
regular work, in which case an aggregate of 50 per
cent, will be required and not less than 40 per cent,
in each subject. In Beginners’ Greek, however, the
passing mark is 50 per cent. In any course which in-
volves both laboratory work and written examina-
tions, students may be debarred from examinations if

they fail to present satisfactory results in laboratory
work, and they will be required to pass in both parts
of the course.

3. Successful candidates will be graded as follows:
hirst Class, an average of 80 per cent, or over;
Second Class, 05 to 80 per cent.; Passed, 50 to 05
per cent.

4. A student who makes 50 per cent, of the total
required for a full year's work (at least 15 units
chosen in conformity with calendar regulations), but
who fails in an individual subject, will be granted a
supplemental examination in that subject if he has
not fallen below 50 per cent, in that subject. If bis
mark is below 30 per cent, a supplemental examina-
tion will not be granted. Notice will be sent to all
students to whom supplemental examinations have
been granted.

A student who makes less than 50 per cent, of the
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total required for a full year's work (15 units) will

not be allowed a supplemental examination.

5. A request for the re-reading of an answer paper
must be forwarded to the Registrar WITHIN
FOUR WEEKS after the results of the examina-
tions are announced. F.ach applicant must state

clearly his reasons for making such a request in

view of the fact that the paper of a candidate who
makes less than a passing mark in a subject is read
at least a second time before results are tabulated
and announced. A re-reading of an examination
paper will be granted only with the consent of the

Head of the Department concerned. The fee for

re-reading a paper is $2.00.

6. Supplemental Examinations will be held in Sep-
tember. They will not be granted at any other time
except by special permission of the Faculty, and on
payment of a fee of $7.50 per paper. Only under
urgent circumstances will the privilege of writing a
Special Examination be granted. Special examina-
tions will be held during the third week in October
and the second week in January, and at these times
only. To pass a supplemental examination a candi-
date must obtain at least 50 per cent.

A candidate with a supplemental examination out-
standing in any subject which is on the Summer
Session curriculum of the University, may clear his

record by attending the Summer Session course in

the subject and passing the required examinations.

7. Applications for supplemental examinations,
accompanied by the necessary fees (see schedule of
Fees) must be in the hands of the Registrar at least

two weeks before the date set for the examinations.

8. No student may enter a higher year with sup-
plemental examinations still outstanding in respect
of more than 3 units of the preceding year, nor with
any supplemental examination outstanding in respect
of the work of an earlier year or of Matriculation
unless special permission to do so is granted by
Faculty. Such permission will be granted only when
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Faculty is satisfied that the failure to remove the
outstanding supplemental examinations had adequate
cause.

!>. A student may not continue in a later year any
subject in which he has a supplemental examination
outstanding from an earlier year, except in the case
of compulsory subjects in the Second Year.

10. A student who is not allowed to proceed to a
higher year may not register as a partial student in
respect of the subjects of that higher year. But a
student who is required to repeat his year will be
exempt from attending lectures and passing exam-
inations m subjects in wdiich he has already made
at least 50 per cent. In this case he may take, in
addition to the subjects of the year which he is re-
peating, certain subjects of the following year.

11. A student who fails twice in the work of the
same year may, upon the recommendation of the
Faculty, be required by the Senate to withdraw from
the College.

12. Any student whose academic record, as de-
termined by the tests and examinations of the first
term of the First or Second Year, is found to be un-
satisfactory, may, upon the recommendation of the
Faculty, be required by the Senate to discontinue
attendance at the College for the remainder of the
session. Such a student will not be readmitted to
tlie t ollege as long as any supplemental examina-
tions are outstanding.
