In affiliation with the University of British Columbia

T HE PURPOSE OF Victoria College is to

give students of the Greater Victoria Area,

and Vancouver Island generally, an oppor-

tunity of receiving instruction in the first two years

in the Arts and Science course as prescribed by the

University of British Columbia. The University of

British Columbia curriculum is followed, and stu-

dents receive credits that are recognized wherever

the credits of the parent University are recognized.

To be more specific, Victoria College offers the

first two years of work preparatory to degrees in

Arts, Commerce, Law, Medicine, Dentistry, Social

Work, and Library Science. The College also offers

the first year of work preparatory to degrees in

Agriculture, Applied Science, Architecture, Char-

tered Accountancy, Forestry, Nursing, Occupational

Therapy, Physiotherapy, Optometry, Pharmacy,

Teaching, and Veterinary Medicine.

In 1894, by Act of the Provincial Legislature,

High Schools of the Province were permitted to

affiliate with recognized Canadian Universities, in

order to provide the first stages of higher education.

Eight years later, in 1902, Victoria High School

applied for affiliation with McGill University, and in

the Fall of 1903 Victoria College opened its doors

as a separate institution to give the first year in

Arts and Science under, the aegis of McGill. Second

year work in Arts and Science was undertaken in

1907.

In 1906, the Provincial Legislature passed an Act
incorporating the Royal Institution for the Advance-
ment of Learning of British Columbia. This Institu-

tion, in the same year, established at Vancouver the

McGill University College of British Columbia, and
in the following year Victoria College became part

of this foundation.
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In 1908, an Act was passed establishing and in-

corporating the University of British Columbia, and
in 1915, when the University of British Columbia
was opened, Victoria College was closed.

Five years later, however, in 1920, public opinion
demanded that higher education again be made avail-

able in the Victoria area, and Victoria College was
re-established—this time in affiliation with the Uni-
versity of British Columbia.

In 1945, by virtue of an Agreement signed by the
Education Department, the University, and the
Greater Victoria School Board, the academic direc-
tion of the College was placed in the hands of
Victoria College Council, on which all three authori-
ties are represented. Financial direction remains in

the hands of the Greater Victoria School Board.

The College buildings are situated at the corner
of Lansdowne and Richmond Roads, on the Mount
Tolmie bus route, and command the most beautiful
views of the City of Victoria, Juan de Fuca Strait,
and the Olympic Mountains in the State of Washing-
ton.

The fullest facilities are available. These include
a fine library, first-class laboratories, a book store, a
cafeteria, and an adjacent playing-field.

With its relatively small enrolment, and its care-
fully selected Faculty, Victoria College offers an in-
dividualized education to its students, and effectually
bridges the gap between high school and university
life.

During the early summer of 1952 the new Lib-
rary-Administration Building was ready for occu-
pancy. The $269,000 structure, financed by the B.C.
Government, was named the Ewing Building, in
memory of Dr. John Morton Ewing, who, as 1’rinci-
pal from 1944 to 1952, very ably directed the College
through those years of expansion following the war.
I he new building includes administrative and staff
offices and the College Library, with 10,000 volumes
and spacious, well-lighted Reading Room.

As the College Session is short, the student must
be prepared to do intensive work from the first day
of the session to the last. Unless the student adapts
himself to these conditions, his chances of success
are slight.

The Principal and Staff are most willing at all

times to give direction or advice, but the ultimate
responsibility in the selection of courses rests with
the student.

Regulation of Victoria College Council
Forbidding Hazing and other

Unauthorized Activities

The following are prohibited:
1. Hazing.
2. Any act by any student attending the College

or by anyone at all causing injury or likely to cause
injury to any person or damage to College property.
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3. Bringing and/or consuming liquor within the

precincts of the College, or in association with any

function held under the name of the College.

Any student violating the above regulation will

be liable to immediate expulsion.

Victoria College is governed by the regulations

of the University of British Columbia, of which the

official statement is the University Calendar: this

Calendar is a digest of such regulations.

Students are warned not to assume that regula-

tions remain unchanged from year to year. They

should note regulations and outlines of courses as

they appear in this Calendar.

Application for admission should be made as

early as possible after August 24th, 1953, at the

office of the Registrar, Victoria College. Out-of-

town students may register by mail. Students

registering for the first time must present their

High School Graduation (University Programme)

Certificates.

The Library

Victoria College Library, comprising approxi-

mately 10,000 volumes, is housed in the Ewing Build-

ing. The collection, that is being augmented each

year, has received most welcome additional aid

from the Fiftieth Anniversary Library Fund which

was established in 1952, and which has already

surpassed its $5,000 minimum objective.

The walls, showcase and display stands feature

B.C. original paintings and prints donated by friends

or purchased for the Library under the direction of

the Fine Arts Committee.

During the Session 1953-54 the Library will be

staffed by two professionally-trained Librarians who
will aid students to make the fullest possible use

of the book collection.
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While classes are in progress, the Library is

open regularly from 8:15 a.m. until 4:30 p.m. Mon-
days through Fridays and from 8:15 a.m. until

12:45 p.m. on Saturdays. At other times, the Library
usually is open from 9 a.m. until 4 p.m. Mondays
through Fridays.

In the large Reading Room, primarily for the
use of those who wish to study and consult books,
silence should prevail.

College Book Store
All text-books and student supplies can be pur-

chased at the College Book Store which is within
the College building.

GENERAL INFORMATION
The Session

The College Year or Session is divided into two
terms. The first begins on Thursday, September
17th, 1953, and the second on Monday, January 4th,
1954.

Courses of Study
For the session of 1953-54 the College offers in-

struction in the first two years of the Faculty of
Arts and Science (including Commerce), leading to
the degrees of Bachelor of Arts and Bachelor of
Commerce.

By a proper selection of First Year courses in
Arts and Science, students may equip themselves to
enter, at the University, the first year of Engineer-
ing, Architecture, Forestry, Nursing, and the second
year of Agriculture, Physical Education, Pharmacy.

Courses preparatory to Medicine, Dentistry, Law,
etc., are given in so far as the curriculum applies.

Board and Residence
A list of approved boarding-houses which receive

men or women students, but not both, may be ob-
tained from the Registrar. Men and women students
are not permitted to lodge in the same house, unless
they are members of the same family, or receive
Special permission from the Faculty.
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Vocational Tests

Vocational tests will be administered every Wed-

nesday afternoon and Saturday morning during the

month of September. Application for these tests

should be made to the office of the Registrar as

early as possible.

admission requirements
All enquiries relating to admission to the College

should be addressed to the Registrar.

1. Qualification for Admission: The minimum acad-

emic' qualification for admission to the College is High

School Graduation (University Programme) of the

Province of British Columbia or its equivalent. An

outline of the content of this programme may be

obtained from the Department of Education, Vic-

toria, B.C. No student will be admitted with incom-

plete or conditioned standing.

2. Qualification for Admission by other than

British Columbia Certificate: A candidate who wishes

to enter by certificate other than that issued by the

Department of Education, British Columbia, should

submit the original documents to the Registrai

.

Unless the applicant’s diploma or certificate shows

the gradings obtained in the several subjects of the

work taken he must arrange to have a statement

of his grades sent to the Registrar by the educa-

tional body issuing the diploma or certificate.

3. Admission with Advanced Standing:

(a) Senior Matriculation: A student, qualified

for admission, who has passed Grade XIII

(Senior Matriculation) Examinations of Bri-

tish Columbia or their equivalent, may be

given credit in the subjects passed, but only

in the First Year in the Faculty of Arts and

Science and only insofar as these subjects

meet the requirements of the First Year. No
credit will be given for Senior Matriculation

subjects passed subsequent to completion of

First Year, nor will subjects of the First

Year completed prior to subjects of Senior
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Matriculation be transferred to a higher
year.

(b) Other Universities: A student of another
university or college applying for admission
or for exemption in any subject or subjects
is required to submit to the Registrar an
official transcript of his record at the other
university or college showing the subjects
taken with the standing obtained in each.

4. Students from Other Countries: A student
from a country where English is not the common
language must satisfy the Registrar that his knowl-
edge of English is adequate to permit the successful
pursuit of his studies.

5. Matriculation Requirements: The High School
Graduation (University Programme) and Grade XIII
(Senior Matriculation) Examinations of the Prov-
ince of British Columbia are arranged by the High
School and University Matriculation Board of the
Province. All enquiries relating to these examina-
tions should be addressed to Executive Secretary of
the High School and University Matriculation Board,
Division of Examination, Department of Education,
Victoria, B.C.

REGISTRATION
Those who intend to register as students of Vic-

toria College for the Session 1953-54 are required to
make application to the Registrar before Monday,
September 14th, on forms to be obtained at the
Registrar’s office.

There are three classes of students.
(a) Full Undergraduates—Students proceeding to

a degree who have passed all the examinations pre-
cedent to the year in which they are registered.

(b) Conditioned Undergraduates— Students pro-
ceeding to a degree with defects in their standing
which do not prevent their entering a higher year
under the regulations governing “Examinations and
Advancement.”
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(c) Occasional Students—Students who, although

they may not have fully satisfied the admission re-

quirements of the College, have been granted per-

mission to enrol in certain courses and attend classes

on the understanding that they will not be entitled

to credit towards a degree for any work taken.

Students living out of town may register by mail

on forms obtainable at the College, provided they

complete their registration by the opening day. All

other students are required to attend in person at

the office of the Registrar between Monday, August
24th, and Monday, September 14th, to furnish the

information necessary for the College records, to

register for the particular classes which they wish

to attend, and to sign the following declaration:

“I hereby accept and submit myself to the

statutes, rules, regulations and ordinances of Vic-

toria College and of the Faculty in which I am
registered, and to any amendments thereto which
may be made while I am a student of the College,

and I promise to observe the same.”

In the information furnished for the College

records, students are requested to indicate their

religious denomination. This information is avail-

able upon request to the representative of the

denominations.

Students registering for the first time must pre-

sent the certificates which constitute their qualifi-

cation for admission to the course of study for which
they wish to register.

A student desiring to make a change in the

course for which he has registered must apply to the

Registrar’s office. Except in special circumstances,

no change will be permitted after October 2nd.

All other pertinent changes, including those in

address and telephone number, must be reported

promptly to the Registrar’s office.

A student may not take courses for which he has
not registered, and may not drop courses without
permission.
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ATTENDANCE
Students are required to attend at least seven-

eighths of the lectures in each course for which they
are enrolled. Admission to a lecture or laboratory
and credit for attendance may be refused by the
Instructor for lateness, misconduct, inattention or
neglect of study. Absence consequent on illness or
domestic affliction may be excused only by the
Principal and medical certificates or other evidence
must be presented immediately to the Registrar on
return to College work. In cases of deficient attend-
ance students may (with the sanction of the Princi-
pal and Head of the Department concerned) be
excluded from the Christmas or the final examina-
tions in a course; but, in the case of a final examina-
tion, unless the unexcused absences exceed one-
fourth of the total number of lectures in a course,
such student may be permitted to sit for supple-
mental examination.

The College week is from Monday to Saturday
inclusive and lectures and laboratories may extend
from 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.

FEES
All fees are payable at the office of the Registrar.

Victoria College. Cheques should be made to the
order of the Registrar, Victoria College. Registra-
tion is not complete until the first instalment of fees
has been paid. Arrangements for paying fees are
described in the next section. The fees quoted below
do not include cost of text-books, personal expenses,
etc.

Students taking Chemistry courses are required

to pay at Registrar’s office a chemistry breakage

fee of $3.00. Deductions will be made from this fee

by instructors for laboratory breakages.

PAYMENT OF FEES
Fees may be paid by either of the plans described

below. Parents or guardians of students are re-

quired to state at the time of registration which
plan they propose to adopt. In the event of default

of payment at any time under either plan, students

will be excluded from classes, and will not be re-

admitted until all outstanding fees have been met.

First Plan: Fees payable in two instalments. The
first, consisting of the Registration Fee, one-half the

Tuition Fee plus Alma Mater and Incidental Fees
and Caution Money, must be paid at time of regis-

tration. The second, consisting of the balance of the
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Tuition Fee, must be paid not later than January
4th, 1954. For students taking a full course (15
units) the payments under this plan are $102.00 and
$85.00 respectively.

aid University students who can offer proof of

scholastic ability and financial need.

Application forms may be secured from the

Department of Education, Technical Education

Branch, Victoria, B.C., and must be returned not

later than August 1st.

GENERAL REGULATIONS
To be eligible for a general proficiency scholar-

ship a student must take the full year’s course,

which must include the required courses for the

year in which he is registered. Where credit has

already been obtained in a required subject, however,

another course may be substituted, with the permis-

sion of Faculty.

The standing of students taking more than the

required number of units will be determined on the

basis of the required number of units to be chosen

in a manner most advantageous to the students.

The Committee on Prizes and Scholarships re-

serves the right to limit the amount of money re-

tained by a student and/or to reassign scholarships

(by reversion).

PERCY H. ELLIOTT MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP
—One hundred and thirty dollars ($130) awarded
to a student of outstanding merit and promise in

one specific field of study, who has also a high
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general academic standing, and qualities of

character indicating worthiness to hold the scholar-

ship. The scholarship is awarded, upon the
recommendation of a Staff Committee, to a student
in the First or Second Year and, unless service in

the Armed Forces intervenes, proceeding imme-
diately towards a University degree.

ROYAL INSTITUTION AND FRANK EATON
MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP—Fifty dollars ($50)
awarded to the student taking the highest stand-
ing in English of the second year.

ALLIANCE FRANCAISE PRIZE— Fifty dollars

($50) awarded to the student in the second year
who has made the most progress in French and
who intends to continue university work in this

subject.

T. EATON COMPANY (British Columbia) LTD.
SCHOLARSHIP — Two hundred dollars ($200)
awarded to a first year student of high standing
in Mathematics 101, and, preferably, with a first-

class average. The winner must continue at Vic-
toria College.

KIWANIS SCHOLARSHIP—One hundred and fifty

dollars ($150) awarded to a man student complet-
ing the first year and entering the second year at
Victoria College. Selection of the recipient to be
made by the Kiwanis Club of Victoria in con-
ference with the College Faculty.

QUITA NICHOL BURSARIES — Two hundred
dollars ($200) donated annually to Victoria College
by Mrs. W. C. Nichol, to provide scholarships in
first and second year French. Two prizes of $100
and $50 respectively, will be awarded in the first

year, and one prize of $50 in the second year.
These prizes are normally awarded on merit, but,
if necessary, special circumstances may be taken
into consideration. Students must continue at
Victoria College for their second year or the
University of British Columbia for their third year.
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UNIVERSITY WOMEN’S CLUB SCHOLARSHIP
One hundred dollars ($100) awarded to the woman
student taking the highest standing in her first

year, and continuing her course in the second year

at Victoria College or at any other university,

provided the course desired is not available at

Victoria College. When a student wishes to attend

a university outside Canada, the reasons for such

attendance should be submitted to the Executive

of the University Women’s Club for approval.

THE KATHLEEN AGNEW SCHOLARSHIP—One
hundred and fifty dollars ($150) donated for the

purpose of stimulating the study of the History

of Canada.

HUDSON’S BAY COMPANY SCHOLARSHIP—One
hundred dollars ($100) awarded to the student

taking the highest standing in Economics 200, and

continuing his university studies without interrup-

tion.

SIDNEY ROOFING AND PAPER COMPANY
SCHOLARSHIP—Two hundred and fifty dollars

($250) awarded to the leading student of the

second year, on condition that he continues his

university studies without interruption in the third

year.

*The CANADIAN LEGION, B.E.S.L. (VICTORIA,
B.C.) SIR PERCY LAKE MEMORIAL SCHOL-
ARSHIP—One hundred and fifty dollars ($150) to

be awarded annually to a worthy student of Vic-

toria College on the recommendation of the

Faculty. To be eligible, a student must be a

veteran of World War II, or a son or daughter of

a veteran of World War II or World War I, or

the wife or widow of a veteran of World War II,

and must continue his or her studies.

The recipient is to be
selected by a committee of the Kinsmen Club, on
the basis of outstanding scholastic ability and
promise, upon the recommendation of the College
Faculty.

ESTHER PEARCE MEMORIAL PRIZE—Twenty-
five dollars ($25) awarded annually by Chapter N,
P.E.O. Sisterhood, to a woman student in First
Year for excellence in English.

JOHN WESLEY AND EMILY E. CHURCH
MEMORIAL SCHOLARSHIP—One hundred dol-
lars ($100) awarded annually by Mr. W. J. V.
Church and Mr. C. A. J. Church to the student
winning highest standing in Latin (Latin 90 or
Latin 110 or 120), or in Greek, or in Latin and
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Greek, in the first year, and continuing with the

subject (or the subjects) in the second year at

Victoria College.

KER SCHOLARSHIP—One hundred and twenty-

five dollars ($125) awarded to a student in the

first year who is proceeding to the second year

either at Victoria College or a Canadian university.

($100) awarded annually to the student in First

Year who obtains the highest standing in Chemis-

try and who intends to continue studies at

Victoria College or at any other university.

THE SPENCER SCHOLARSHIP—One hundred dol-

lars ($100) awarded annually to the leading

student of the Humanities in the Second Year.

The winner must continue university studies.

THE ARTHUR S. DENNY SCHOLARSHIP—One
hundred dollars ($100) awarded annually by the

First Year Commerce Course.
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THE WYLLIE PRIZE—An annual prize of fifty dol-

lars ($50) and a book olfered by Mr. and Mrs. A.
S. Wyllie to the leading Philosophy student.

THE BRITISH COLUMBIA ELECTRIC RAILWAY
COMPANY LIMITED PROFICIENCY SCHOL-
ARSHIPS—Five scholarships of $200 each, the
gift of the British Columbia Electric Railway
Company Limited, will be awarded annually to
students of the University or Victoria College who
are proceeding to further undergraduate work in

any faculty of this University. These awards will

be made, on the basis of proficiency, to students
with outstanding records or scholastic achieve-
ment. Winners will be selected by the University
Joint Faculty Committee on Prizes, Scholarships,
and Bursaries, after consultation with departments
and faculties.

offered to students entering the University of
British Columbia or Victoria College for the first
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time ami proceeding to a degree at this University.

These scholarships, the gift of the Chris Spencer

Foundation, are available only for students whose
ordinary private domicile, home, or residence is in

the Province of British Columbia. Applicants will

be considered, not only on the basis of scholastic

ability, but also with respect to extra-curricular

activities, such as outdoor sports, debating, dram-

atics, music, etc., and on indication, during the

period of high school, of moral force and character

and of instincts to lead and take an interest in

classmates. Students holding these scholarships in

any year of their course will be permitted to re-

tain it for the following year only provided they

obtain an average of at least 80% in the final

examinations for the year or rank in the upper

10% of their class (i.e. the year and faculty in

which they are registered) in the work of the

year. Selection of applicants will be made by a

committee representing the Foundation and the

University. Application forms, obtainable from
the Registrar’s office, must be received by the

Dean of Administrative, and Inter-Faculty Affairs,

University of British Columbia, Vancouver, not

later than May 31st.

THE BRITISH COLUMBIA ELECTRIC RAILWAY
COMPANY LIMITED SPECIAL SCHOLAR-
SHIPS—Five scholarships of $200 each, offered

annually by the British Columbia Electric Railway
Company Limited, are available annually for sons

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COURSES LEADING TO DEGREE OF B.A.

(Four-year course, two years of which may be
taken at Victoria College)

Registration and Admission
1. Registration must be completed during the

period August 24th—September 14th, as described
on pages 11 and 12.

2. After October 2nd, except under very special
circumstances and with the permission of Faculty,
no student may alter the courses for which he has
registered or enter classes for the first time.

3. All changes in registration must be made by
the student at the Registrar’s office. A student may
not take courses for which he has not registered,
and will be considered as having failed in all courses
dropped without permission.

General Regulations
1. Students who take more than 15 units in the

First or Second Year may not receive credit in a
higher year for these extra units unless they have
previously completed at least 3 units of the year
in which they are registered.

2. Subjects credited to one year may not be
transferred later to a higher year.

3. Without the special permission of Faculty, no
student may take less than 15 units in each Winter
Session.

4. No student may take more than 18 units in
each Winter Session.

5. Students may not receive University credit for
courses passed for High School Graduation whether
taken among the required credits or as extra sub-
jects.

fi. Students may not continue with work in a
higher year, unless they take concurrently all
courses required to clear conditions or deficienciesm the lower years. The total of all work taken may
not exceed 18 units. They may not continue in sub-
jects for which they have not successfully completed
the prerequisites.

(iii) if their courses include at least 12 units of

laboratory science [see Note 4 (i) ] or at least 9

units of laboratory science and 6 units of Mathe-

matics, they may take, under B and G respectively,

any two of French 110 or 120, 202, German 90, 110

or 120 or 130, 200, Greek 90, 101, 202, Latin 90, 110

or 120, 202. Only one course numbered 90, however,

may be selected.

Students whose courses in the combined First and

Second Years include 18 units of laboratory science

may defer the language of the Second Year to their

Third or Fourth Year.

6. To meet requirement C students must select

one course—not already chosen—from French 110

or 120, German 90, 110 or 120 or 130, Greek 90, 101,

Latin 90, 110 or 120, Mathematics 100 or 101. Before

the selection is made, however, the following notes

should be read carefully:

(i) Mathematics 100 is open only to students

who have completed Mathematics 30, but not Mathe-
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matics 91, of the high school programme; Mathemat-
ics 101 is open only to those who have completed
Mathematics 91 of the high school programme or
Mathematics 100. Credit will not be given for both
Mathematics 100 and 101 and the courses cannot be
taken concurrently.

(ii) Mathematics 101 is required for admission to

Applied Science (Architecture and Engineering),
Forestry, Medicine and Pharmacy.

(iii) In courses leading to the B.A. degree, Mathe-
matics 101 is required for Bacteriology (all courses
except 100), Biology (all courses except 100), Botany
(all courses except 200), Chemistry (all courses ex-
cept 101, 210), Geology, Mathematics (all courses
except 100, 201), Physics (all courses except 103),
and Zoology (all courses except 200). It is also a pre-
requisite for majors or Honours in the above sub-
jects and also for Honours in Economics, Geography,
Philosophy, and Psychology. Mathematics 101 must
precede all these courses except Bacteriology 200,
Chemistry 200, and Physics 100, 101, with which it

may be taken concurrently.
(iv) In courses leading to the degree of B.A.,

either Mathematics 100 or 101 must be taken by
students registering for Bacteriology 100, Chemistry
101, Economics (all courses except 100), Geography
(all courses except 101, 201), and Honours in Politi-
cal Science. Unless Mathematics 91 has been com-
pleted for High School graduation, Mathematics 100
must precede, or be taken concurrently with, Geo-
graphy 101, Physics 103.

(v) The requirements in Mathematics for stu-
dents proceeding to Commerce, Nursing or Social
Work, or entering Home Economics or Physical
Education, are given in the sections of this Calendar
dealing with the curricula of these schools.

7. The special elective under K, which must be
chosen from the subjects listed in Notes 2 and 3,
need be taken only by students who are proceeding
to those Honours Courses which require 18 units
in the Second Year. The individual departments
should be consulted. See also pages 53-64.
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THIRD AND FOURTH YEARS

5. The general electives may be courses, not al-
ready chosen, selected in the major subjects or
otherwise.

Honours Curriculum
The B.A. in an Honours Course requires the com-

pletion of the First and Second Years in conformity
with the regulations above and of a minimum of 51
units in the Combined Second, Third, and Fourth
Years, of which not less than 15 units should be
taken in each year. The following regulations gov-
ern Honours Courses:

1. A student who proposes to take an Honours
Course must obtain the consent of the departments
concerned. This consent will normally be granted
only to a student wrho has a clear academic record
at the end of his Second Year with at least Second
Class standing in the subject or subjects of speciali-
zation, and who has taken the courses and fulfilled
the prerequisites outlined below7

.

2. Some departments offer Honours Courses either
alone or in combination with other departments. For
Honours in a single department, at least 18 of the
requisite units for the combined Third and Fourth
i esirs must be taken in the department concerned,
and at least 6 units outside it. For Honours in com-
bined courses, at least 12 units in the combined
Ihird and fourth Years are required in each of two
subjects.

Course: In the Second Year, French 202, in which
a First or high Second Class standing must be ob-

tained, and French 203.
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Geography

Prerequisites: In the First and Second Years,
Mathematics 101, Geography 101 and two years of

French or German.

Course: Geography 201 is recommended in the

Second Year for those in the Social Sciences.

Geology

Prerequisites: Chemistry 101, Mathematics 101,

Physics 100 or 101, a modem language, and, if

possible, Biology 100.

Course: In the Second Year, Geology 200, Biology
100 or Zoology 200 (if Biology 100 has been taken).

German

Prerequisite: A First Class or high Second Class
in German 110, 120, 130, or 200.

History

Prerequisites: (1) History 101. (2) A reading
knowledge of French or German.

Course: Students entering Honours in the Second
Year should pursue the following course: English
200; French 202 (or its equivalent); History 102,

and two elective courses.

International Studies

Prerequisites: For students proceeding to the
Third Year in the Honours Course, French 202 or
its equivalent and a First Class or good Second
Class standing in History 101 or Economics 200.

Course: In the Second Year, Economics 200, En-
glish 200, French 202 or its equivalent, Geography

To be eligible students must obtain at least GO per

cent, in either Biology or Chemistry, or, in lieu of

this, an overall average of at least 60 per cent. In

other subjects at least 50 per cent, must be obtained.

Since the Vancouver General Hospital School of

Nursing provides the major portion of the clinical

programme, its admission requirements, as well as

those of the University, must be met by the student

before final acceptance to the degree course is ap-

proved. Students are advised to write to the Direc-

tor, Vancouver General Hospital School of Nursing,

for a calendar.

COURSE LEADING TO THE DEGREE OF B.S.F.

(Bachelor of Science in Forestry)

The degree of Bachelor of Science in Forestry is

granted on the completion of four years work in the

Faculty of Forestry.

The courses in Forestry provide a strong, well-

rounded professional forestry training and at the

same time give the student, through his choice of

electives, an opportunity to supplement his know-
ledge of allied sciences, as a background toward
further specialized training. This objective is at-

tained by requiring the student to take during each
academic year a basic core of essential subjects and
a certain number of other courses which are elective.

The choice of the student’s electives is governed by
the particular phase of forestry in which he is

interested. The main phases of technical forestry

or allied fields are: General Forestry (Management,
Administration, Protection, Silviculture, Utilization),

Forest Business Administration, Forest Products and
Wood Technology, Forest Pathology, Forest Entom-
ology and Wild Life Management.
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Admission
For admission to the Faculty of Forestry it is

required that the student shall have completed the
First Year in Arts and Science, with credit for the
courses shown below:

The
course leading to the degree of B.S.A. with Honours
covers a period of five years and may be taken in
various specialized fields of study.

COURSE LEADING TO A DEGREE IN
PHARMACY

The course in Pharmacy covers a period of four
years following First Year Arts and Science, includ-
ing twelve months of practical training.

For admission to Pharmacy it is required that
the student shall have completed the First Year in
Arts and Science with credit for the courses shown
below and an average grade of at least 60 per cent.,
or that he shall have fulfilled these requirements
by Senior Matriculation or similar work taken out-
side the University.

(e) successfully completed the equivalent of (b),

(c), or (d) at an approved university.

COURSE LEADING TO A DEGREE IN
MEDICINE

Admission to the Faculty of Medicine is based
primarily upon ability and pre-medical achievements
as demonstrated by scholastic records and aptitude
tests, and upon personal qualities evidenced by in-

terviews and letters of recommendation from persons
who know the applicant well.

It is required that candidates shall have com-
pleted at least three years, beyond High School
Graduation (University Programme) requirements,
at an approved Faculty of Arts and Science. This
must represent not less than forty-eight (48) units
or ninety-six (96) semester hours of work, includ-
ing required pre-medical subjects. The minimum
acceptable scholastic average is Second Class stand-
ing (65 to 80 per cent.).

Classes entering the First Year of Medicine are
limited to sixty (60) students.

Candidates are encouraged to take the Medical
College Admission Test in the spring of their
second year of pre-medical training. Information
about this test may be obtained from the Educa-
tional Testing Service, P.O. Box 592, Princeton, New
Jersey. At the time the test is taken, the student
should request that the scores be sent to the Screen-
ing Committee, Faculty of Medicine, University of
British Columbia, Vancouver 8, R.C.

Pre- Medical Requirements
The requirements listed below apply to students

taking their pre-medical work in the Faculty of Arts
and Science at the University of British Columbia.
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Two years of the course may be taken at Victoria

College.
English: English 100 and 101 (Literature and

Composition), English 200 (Literature and Composi-
tion).

Mathematics: Mathematics 101 (Algebra, Geom-
etry and Trigonometry). Mathematics 202 (Calculus)

should be taken if advanced work in Physics, Physi-

cal Chemistry, or Biophysics is planned.
Chemistry: Chemistry 101 (General Chemistry),

Chemistry 200 (Quantitative and Qualitative),

Chemistry 300 (Organic Chemistry).
Physics: Physics 100 or 101 (Elementary Physics),

Physics 220 (General Physics).
Biology and Zoology: Biology 100 (Introductory

Biology), Zoology 200 (General Zoology) and Zoo-
logy 304 (Vertebrate Embryology). Biology 330
(Principles of Genetics) is recommended but not
required.

Wherever possible, students should have com-
pleted six units of Psychology before entering upon
the study of medicine.

PRE-NORMAL COURSE
This is a one-year course which fulfills the

academic requirements for a First-Class Teaching
Certificate in the Province of British Columbia. It

has been specially designed to dovetail with Normal
School work.

DOUBLE DEGREES
Students who are planning to take a double

degree are advised to consult the University Calendar.

EVENING DIVISION
Director: Robert T. D. Wallace, M.A.

Assistant Director: G. Reid Elliott, M.A.
Regular First and Second Year courses in Arts

are offered in the evenings at Victoria College. An
opportunity to register for these courses is provided
during September and any course for which there is
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sufficient registration will be given. The Evening
Division term is the same as that of the Regular
Session and classes are conducted on Tuesday and
Thursday evenings at 7:30 p.m. No student may
take more than one Evening Division Course (3
units) in each session.

In addition to the Regular Credit Courses, the
Evening Division offers a limited number of non-
credit courses. The courses to be offered in the fall
of 1953 will be announced during the late summer
and registration by mail will be arranged early in
September.

EXAMINATIONS AND ADVANCEMENT
EXAMINATIONS

1. Examinations in all subjects, obligatory for
all students, are held in December and in April.

2. Applications for special consideration on ac-
count of illness or domestic affliction must be sub-
mitted in writing to the Registrar not later than
two days after the close of the examination period.
In cases of illness a medical certificate must be
presented to the Registrar’s office.

3. In any course which involves both laboratory
work and written examinations, students will be re-
quired to make satisfactory standing in both parts.
Results in laboratory work will be announced prior
to the final examination, and students who have not
obtained a mark of at least 50% will neither be
permitted to write the examination nor to receive
any credit for the course. If the course is repeated
no exemption will be granted from the work in
either part.

Standing and Credit
1. Candidates taking at least 15 units of work,

and obtaining at least 50% in each subject, will be
graded as follows: First Class, an average of 80%
or over; Second Class, 05 to 80% ; Passed 50 to 05%.

A student taking 9 or more units in the
Winter Session will receive credit for a course only

4. Term essays and examination papers will be
refused a passing mark, if they are deficient in

English; and, in this event, students will be required

to pass a special examination in English to be set

by the Department of English.

Supplemental
1. In the Winter Session, a candidate will be

granted a supplemental in a subject which he has
taken during the Session provided (i) he has written
the final examination and has obtained a final mark
of not less than 35%; and (ii) he has obtained at

least 9 units of credit in that Session. In any one
session, no candidate will be granted supplemental
in more than 6 units. In an Evening Division Course,
a student will be granted a supplemental in a subject

in which he has obtained a final mark of not less

than 35%.
2. If a supplemental granted in a course is passed

with a grade of at least 50%, credit will be given
for the course.

3. A candidate who has been granted a supple-
mental may write it only once. If he fails, he must
repeat the course or take a permissible substitute.

4. Supplemental examinations, covering the work
of both the First and Second Terms, will be held in

August or September.

5. Applications for supplemental examinations,
accompanied by the necessary fees, must be in the
hands of the Registrar by August 1st.

Notice will be sent to all students who are en-
titled to supplemental examinations.
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Re-Readings

1. Any request for the re-reading of an answer
paper must reach the Registrar within two weeks
after the announcement of examination results and
must be accompanied by a fee for each paper of
$2.00, which will be refunded only if the mark is
raised.

2. Each applicant for a re-reading must state
clearly why he believes the content of his paper to
deserve a mark higher than it received; pleas on
compassionate grounds should not form part of this
statement and prospective applicants should remem-
ber that a paper with less than a passing mark has
been read at least a second time before results are
announced.

3. Re-readings will not be permitted in more than
two papers (6 units) in the work of one academic
year, and in one paper (3 units) in a partial course
of 9 units or less.

Unsatisfactory Standing

1. A student with standing defective in respect
of more than 3 units, although he wall not be per-
mitted to register in a higher year, may be allowed
to continue by registering in the lower year and by
taking courses in accordance with Paragraph 3 under
“Standing and Credit.”

2. A student who, twice in succession, fails to
obtain credits in the Winter Session may, upon the
recommendation of Faculty, be required by the
College Council to withdraw from the College.

3. Any student whose academic record, as deter-
mined by the tests and examinations of the First
Term of the First or Second Year, is found to be
unsatisfactory, may upon the recommendation of the
Faculty be required by the College Council to dis-
continue attendance at the College for the remainder
of the Session.
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COURSES IN ARTS AND SCIENCE
The number of units assigned to a course is given

in round brackets immediately following the course
number. Thus 100 (3) under Biology indicates that
Biology 100 is a three-unit course.

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UNIVERSITY NAVAL TRAINING DIVISION

Since the war the U.N.T.D. has functioned as a
permanent peace - time Naval Training Unit for
students who are interested in the Navy. Successful
applicants are attested in the fall as ordinary sea-
men in the R.C.N. (Reserve) on Divisional Strength
at H.M.C.S. Malahat. Prior to February 1st they
appear before an Officers’ Selection Board and, if

passed by the Board, are promoted to Cadets R.C.N.
(R.). Upon completion of a four-year training
syllabus Cadets qualify for a commission in the
R.|C.N. (Reserve) and may apply for a permanent
force commission. Training involves one evening
per week during the College session and a minimum
of two full summers’ training during vacation
periods, and at least two weeks’ duty in two other
vacation periods. Provision is made for those who
desire additional sea duty. Pay for the full summer
training period is considered adequate to finance a
year at College.

Training during the College year is conducted
aboard H.M.C.S. Sault Ste. Marie, a ship of the
Reserve Fleet attached to H.M.C.S. Malahat. In-
formation may be obtained through Staff Officer,
H.M.C.S. Malahat. Applications are to be submitted
at the College to the Recruiting Officer on or after
September 17th, 1953.
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CANADIAN OFFICERS’ TRAINING CORPS
The U.B.C. Contingent of the C.O.T.C., of which

the Victoria College detachment forms a part, was
re-established in 1928 and has operated continuously
since that time.

With the return of peace after the Second World
War, military training was placed on a voluntary
basis. The newly - revised programme governing
training in the C.O.T.C. provides an opportunity
for selected students to qualify for commissions in
the Canadian Army, Active and Reserve. Prospective
officer candidates are required to apply in writing
for admission to the C.O.T.C. Upon acceptance, the
candidate is appointed as an Officer Cadet with the
rank and status of a 2/Lt. at a pay rate of $165
per month plus allowances. He is required to devote
a minimum of three hours per week at the College
to theoretical training during the Winter Session
and from 3 h to 5 months each summer in training
at the various Active Force Corps Schools across
Canada. On the successful completion of his military
training and, in the case of engineers, upon gradua-
tion from the University, the Officer Cadet emerges
qualified for the rank of Captain in the Reserve
Force and for the rank of Lieutenant in the Active
Force. A number of these officers are accepted into
the Active Force each year. Many applicants for
the Active Force are accepted during their final year
at University, during which year they are placed on
full pay and allowances as officers.

All inquiries for information should be directed
to the Officer Commanding, Victoria College Detach-
ment, C.O.T.C. (Major R. T. Wallace). Consultation
wtih the Resident Staff Officer may be had at the
College when the academic year opens in September.
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THE UNIVERSITY RESERVE TRAINING PLAN
OF THE R.C.A.F.

In October, 1952, a detachment of the R.C.A.F.
(Reserve) University Squadron was established at

Victoria College. Members of this unit may qualify
for commissions in either the regular or reserve
force.

Aircrew applicants must have reached their 17th
but not their 25th birthday on date of application
and non-flying list applicants must have reached
their 18th but not their 29th birthday on date of

application. They are required to meet R.C.A.F.
medical standards, and to have good academic
records.

During training, members of the unit have the
status of officers and hold the rank of flight cadet.
Payment is received for attendance at winter lec-

tures and for the period of 16 to 22 weeks of summer
training. Pay of a flight cadet is equivalent to that
of a Pilot Officer.

To qualify for a commission a flight cadet must
complete two years of training at Victoria College
and/or the University of British Columbia and at
Air Force Units. Candidates selected for aircrew
training undergo three summers of flying training,
and if successful gain their wings either as pilots,

navigators or radio officers.

Students with full Senior Matriculation may
apply for enrolment in the Regular Officer Training
Plan. Under this plan the candidate has his fees
paid and receives an allowance from the R.C.A.F.
Upon graduation a permanent commission is

awarded.

Female students are not eligible for training at
Victoria College.
